Visitors are encouraged to fill out a blue pew card and place it in the offering plate. Please ask a clergy person or
usher if you have questions. All are welcome—if you are looking for a church home, you have one here.

About Receiving Communion — Please know that this is God’s table and any person seeking to be fed from it
will not be turned away. To receive the consecrated bread, extend your hands and it will be placed in your palm.
Should you choose to receive the consecrated wine, you may guide the chalice gently to your mouth taking a
small sip. Those desiring gluten-free Communion should ask the clergy when coming forward for Communion.
Anyone may come forward at the time of Communion and receive the blessing instead, by crossing your arms
across your chest.

When returning to your seat after making your communion, please return to your pew by using the side aisles. At
the 11:00 a.m. Eucharist, Communion is offered at the High Altar, and in Grace Chapel, a barrier-free location
to the left of the pulpit.

Prayers for healing, for you or another, are offered in St. Barnabas Chapel and Nativity Chapel (at the front of
the Cathedral on the right-hand side) during Communion.
