Should you choose to receive the consecrated wine, you may guide the chalice
gently to your mouth taking a small sip. Those desiring gluten-free Communion should ask the
clergy when coming forward for Communion.

Anyone may come forward at the time of Communion and receive the blessing instead, by crossing
your arms across your chest. When returning to your seat after making your communion, please
return to your pew by using the side aisles. At 11:00
a.m., Communion is offered at the High Altar, and in
Grace Chapel, a barrier-free location to the left of the Today at the Cathedral
pulpit.
